Dear Friends,  
For some reason I have found myself thinking about heaven quite a lot over the past few 
months.  Normally I look for GodÕs grace on earth, in daily life, and I find it in such 
abundance in the here and now that I donÕt spend much time thinking about things on 
high. 
 
In the twenty seven years that I have been ordained very few people, have ever asked 
me any questions about heaven, so few in fact that I think I can remember every 
occasion.  This is a bit strange, given that so many of our hymns refer to heaven.  
Perhaps we just assume we know what heaven is like, perhaps too, religious fashions 
change; heaven was a major topic a hundred years ago but it doesnÕt seem to be any 
more. 
 
In fact for centuries the religious traditions of the world, including Christianity, have 
sought to reflect heaven here on earth.  This is very clear in architecture; in the 
spaciousness of churches and cathedrals, their proportions, arches, acoustics and use of 
light and colour.  What was believed to be the sounds of heaven were echoed in church 
music, es-pecially that of the 13th and 14th centuries in the mathematically calculated 
harmonies of early polyphony. 
 
Historically most Christians believed that in some way everything on earth reflected 
heavenly reality.  The great historian of the early church, Eusebius of Caesarea even 
wrote that the Emperor Constantine ruled on earth in the same way that God ruled in 
heaven.  In our democratic age that seems a very strange idea.  Now we are very 
focussed on individual rights and aspirations, but the classic understanding of heaven has 
been the City of God, in which individuals find their greatest happiness as members of a 
harmonious community of peace, justice and security.  In the City of God there will be 
no more death Òneither shall there be mourning nor crying nor pain anymoreÓ.  
Revelation 21.4 
 
Whatever our understanding of heaven the image of a place where there is no more 
pain and suffering is immensely attractive.  All over our secular western world this is 
driving scientific and technical innovation.  This is particularly true in the field of 
embryonic research, which might offer new possibilities for infertility treatment and 
some cures for terrible diseases including cancer. 
 
But these developments bring with them new ethical as well as technological challenges.  
Scientific research is crossing new boundaries and generating new questions about the 
definition and meaning of human life.  New technologies cost a lot of money; in this 
world of finite resources who should benefit from the new possibilities which science 
opens up?  How should we decide these things, and who make the decisions?  And as 



we wrestle with questions about life and fertility we also find ourselves wondering about 
death, and whether we should grant suffering people with terminal conditions the right 
to choose the moment when their life on earth will end. 
 
However difficult it is to deal with these issues, we donÕt stop yearning for an ideal 
world.  But faced with tragedies like the cyclone in Burma or the earthquake in China 
we are confronted with the realisation that, however much we research and spend, life 
in this world is un-predictable and finite.  No matter how much we try to reflect our 
idea of heaven in our arrangements on earth, at some point we just have to let heaven 
be heaven.  Here we have to live with life as is, not as it ought to be. 
 
Ultimately thatÕs what religion is about: a way of dealing with the reality that we 
experience in this world.  ItÕs not an escape; itÕs an engagement.  What gives religion its 
enduring vitality is that this way of engaging with reality, especially the reality of human 
pain and distress, is the way which leads to the discovery of GodÕs grace, the realisation 
of a new dimension of non-technological possibilities which offer us new ways of living.  
This is the way that Jesus pioneered. 
 
This is what we are trying to live out in our church.  We can glimpse these possibilities 
on a spiritual retreat, at the church fair, on Sunday mornings as we come together, but 
also day by day as we go about our life and work.  Every moment of encounter offers us 
an opportunity to catch or create a reflection of heaven, a moment in which we can 
make eye contact, acknowledge one anotherÕs humanity and dignity and celebrate in a 
split second our membership of one human community.  
 
Of course we can do much more than that, but in this limited world it is really 
important that our efforts begin in this way. This is the way of heaven.  The alternative 
is that what our science offers becomes just  more commodities to help us fulfil our 
unlimited dreams as consumers,   with no acknowledgement of our neighbours needs or 
gifts.  That seems to be the way of hell.  As always God gives us the choice.

WHAAAT?  ARE YOU SER IOUS?  YOU MUST BE J OKING!  
 
  

These were just some of the expressions of disbelief that greeted me when I announced 
to my nearest and dearest that I would be going on a silent retreat in a Cistercian 
monastery. 
 

Any doubts I might have had about the wisdom of this decision dissipated rapidly when 
our group of 16 souls in search of spiritual succour assembled in the beautiful grounds 
of Orval Abbey in the Belgian Ardennes on 25 April 2008. 
 

After settling into our simple accommodation and exploring our surroundings, we 
gathered for our first silent meal in a large dining hall, served by a jolly monk.  The 
Trappist beer direct from the adjacent brewery was a staple with every meal, as was the 
delicious cheese produced in the AbbeyÕs dairy. 
 

After our evening meal, we were welcomed by Joan and introduced to the Rev. Alison 
White who would lead us on a series of reflections over the weekend.  Always though-
provoking, Alison became our mentor and encouraged us to leave our burdens behind, 
focus on our relationship with God, and take away what He has given.   With her 
guidance, we started on a spiritual journey that was to be profoundly moving.   
 

In this place of sanctuary and peace, the only sounds were bird-song, the occasional peal 
of church bells, and burbling brooks.   I felt a weight lifted from my shoulders.  Blessed 
by fine weather, and with no intrusions or distractions from the outside world, we were 
free either to remain in the hospice grounds or roam further afield exploring the woods 
and grounds surrounding the Abbey.    It was a joy to have time to ourselves, to 
concentrate, to think, to read, to ponder or just to do nothing at all. 
 

A chapel had been set aside for the use of our group for the programme of regular 
worship that Joan had organised for us during our stay.  We felt immensely privileged to 
also be allowed to attend the services held in the Abbey in the presence of the 
Cistercian monks whose daily routine revolves around seven regular offices.  Rising at 4 
a.m. to attend Vigil was an unforgettable experience.   I hasten to add that attendance 
was entirely optional, but I have to confess that the temptation of also joining in lauds, 
vespers and compline was too strong to resist.  After all, when would I ever have the 
chance to worship in a Roman Catholic monastery? 
 

  
 

 

Our time to leave came all too soon; we all agreed that not only had it been an 
enriching experience, but it would be a good place to return to whenever we felt in 



need of spiritual sustenance.  I came away refreshed and with a feeling of deep inner 
peace. 
 

Ah!  But did you keep the silence, I hear you ask?  Well now, thatÕs for us to know and 
you to wonder.   In fact, why not find out for yourself?  Beg Joan to organise another 
retreat and put your name down on the list of participants as soon as possible, because I 
suspect that a fair number of our group will be signing up again.

ÉÉÉand some further from reflections from Karen Mason  
 
 
The Orval Abbey is a new construction, having been rebuilt between 1926 and 1948. 
On 8 September 2008 the Cistercian monastery will observe the 60th anniversary of its 
consecration, but ruins on the grounds are a reminder that the monastery dates from 
medieval times.  
 
The original Abbey at Orval was completely destroyed in the 18th century by forces in 
the French Revolution. Visitors these days follow a self-guided tour through the ruins, 
bricks and stones weathered by time and the elements. The ruins lay just outside the 
wall of the courtyard and contrast markedly with the serenity found in the inner 
courtyard with its reflecting pool. We were all quite happy to have the fair weather. 
Alison, our speaker, remarked that the weekend was the first opportunity Ð time or 
weather-wise Ð that she had had to sit outside. All of us could probably have echoed the 
same statement. The good weather enabled us to explore the ruins and mull over what 
we heard and experienced.  
 
Our retreat group met for the first reflection after the Friday evening meal. Alison 
encouraged us to practice the art of sitting still. ÒKeep breathing.Ó Deeply. In two talks 
on Saturday, she shared insights about life lived in community, referencing the Rule of St. 
Benedict. For evidence of the fruits of living life according to this Rule, we had but to 
look around us at the monks and the grounds of the Abbey. The Cistercian monks who 
run the monastery and hostellerie, continue to observe the liturgy of the hours, a 
practice begun centuries ago by St. Benedict. We were welcome to join the monks in 
the main cathedral as they gathered at regular intervals for hymnody and prayer. A few 
of us rose in time for Vigil, the 04:00 liturgy. The fourth reflection by Rev. White was 
given on Sunday. Her overall theme was ÒWeighing our anchorÓ, ironic in landlocked 
Luxembourg but nevertheless very pertinent and her three reflections on this theme 
invited us to look at ÒStabilityÓ,  ÒAdventureÓ and ÒFreedomÓ.  She spoke about the 
freedom and restriction of faith, the context in which we live in faith by faith. Chaplain 
Joan Lyon led in worship. 



 
When I left I was rested, after the quiet time apart. I also left with food for thought and 
a special feeling of connection to the others who had attended.

Could carbon off setting work for me?  
 
For the sake of the planet's survival, we all want to cut down the amount of 
carbon emissions we produce. The generally accepted way of doing this, for 
both businesses and individuals, is first to measure or "carbon footprint" 
the emissions, then to find a way of reducing or avoiding them, and finally, 
the emissions that cannot be reduced or avoided are quantified and offset.  
 

So, on a personal level, looking at transport for instance (transport and 
heating are the two major factors for carbon emissions), if I walked or 
cycled to church every Sunday this would not produce any emissions apart 
from what I produce by breathing (and I canÕt avoid that). If I went by bus 
this would produce 80g of CO2 per km, or train would be 25g of CO2 per 
km. But I live about 15 km from church and there is a steep hill; there 
arenÕt any buses on Sundays, and the train goes at an inconvenient time and 
then I still have to get from the station. The car looks like a much more 
attractive and practical option. So if I canÕt, or donÕt want to, reduce or 
avoid the 310g of CO2 per km produced by an average car in town, how 
would offsetting work? 
 

The principle behind offsetting, put simply, is that to make up for the 
carbon you produce where you are, you pay for a reduction in carbon 
somewhere else. Many people think that this mainly involves planting trees, 
as a tree will absorb a certain amount of carbon during its life, but there are 
problems with this.  
 

It is difficult to assess with any certainty how much carbon a tree actually 
absorbs over the course of its life. If a tree dies and is burnt or 
decomposes, all the carbon it has absorbed is released into the atmosphere 
again, which could make the climate situation worse rather than better. 
Trees live for up to 100 years. Ensuring that forests are managed effectively 
over this kind of timescale is almost impossible to guarantee due to the 
likelihood of unforeseen issues and changes. There is simply not enough 
land area available to offset all emissions, so this can never be a long-term 
solution. 
 

A better solution is to promote: 
¥ renewable energy Ð this replaces non-renewable fuel such as coal or 

fuel oil, 
¥ energy efficiency Ð this reduces the amount of fuel needed, 



¥ clean technology Ð this uses clean technology to reduce the level of 
emissions. 

 

And in fact it is very easy to give money towards projects that are doing 
this. A lot of the projects our church is already supporting through its 
charity giving are working in this area (e.g. sustainable agriculture at 
Bungokho, solar panels at the Nest Children's home), and the intention is 
to add more environmental projects this year. So to offset the carbon I 
produce in getting to church, all I need do is put a bit extra in the collection 
bag, and 10% of that will go to one of the charities the Church supports. 
Or I could send a donation directly to a charity doing this kind of 
development work. There are some extremely interesting projects listed 
on the website http://www.cdmgoldstandard.org/ Ð see under ÔMarketplaceÕ 
and then Ôproject developersÕ. ItÕs nice to think that a small investment in a 
third world project could not only improve the everyday lives of poor 
people but also help to combat climate change.
